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CHAPTER -9
ECONOMIC OFFENCES

Preface

9.1.1 The criminal nature of Economic Offences
does not differ from traditional penal offences. But
Economic Offences constitute a distinct class due to
the fact that they have a distinct Modus Operandi. In
most of the cases the community as a whole suffers
economic loss as the result of such offences. These
offences take place due to loopholes in the existing
legal provisions.

9.1.2 Mumbai City is not only the State Capital but
also the economic capital of the country, it generates
considerable financial transactions, which attracts
economic offenders. Other places also have similar
problems. Particular attention needs to be given to
such offences.

9.1.3. For the purpose of this Chapter, following
offences have been categorized as “Economic
Offences” or “White Collar Crimes”.

Criminal Breach of Trust

9.1.4 In Criminal Breach of Trust cases during
the years 2006 to 2010 There has been a steady
increse except during 2007 The number of such
offences in the year 2006 were 1726 as compared
to 1948, in the year 2010 which shows an increase
of 12.86% as compared to 2006.

9.1.4.1 Out of total 1948 cases of Criminal
Breach of Trust registered during 2010 in the State,
22 cases were of big amount frauds. Cases
registered of fraud between 1 to 10 crores are 13,
10 to 25 crores are 6, 25 to 50 crores are 2, 50 to
100 crores nil, and above 100 crores 1 case. The
Information regarding big amount fraud cases is
presented in Table no.45.

Cheating

9.1.5 There has been a steady increase in cheating
cases between 2006 to 2010. The number of such
cases registered in 2010 had increased by 39.3%
as compared to 2006, and increase of 8.88% was
also seen as compared to 2009.

9.1.5.1 As many as 8684 cases of cheating have
been registered in the State during 2010. Out of
these, 82 cases were of serious nature. In 75 cases,
the amount involved was between 1 to 10 crores, in
5 cases between 10 to 25 crores, in 1 case between
25 to 50 crores. Cases between 50 to 100 crores
were Nil, and above 100 crores 1 case. Out of these
82 cases, 39 cases were registered in Mumbai (C),
followed by Pune (C)13, Navi Mumbai (C) 5, Akola 4,
Thane (C) 4 and Thane (R) 4. In Table no. 46 the
imformation regarding serious fraud is presented in
the State.

Counterfeiting

9.1.6  The fluctuation is seen in the offences of
Counterfeiting between 2006 to 2010. 478 and 389
cases have been registered during the year 2009
and 2010 respectively showing a decrease of
18.62% as compared to 2009.

Thefts of Cultural Objects

9.1.7 The fluctuation is seen in the cases of
Thefts of Cultural Property between 2006 to 2010.
During 2006 (2),2007 (0), 2008 (1), 2009 (0),2010
(2) case have been registered.
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Cases under Passport Act

9.1.8 During the year 2006 to 2010 fluctuation is
observed in the cases under Passport Act. The
cases registered between the year 2006 to 2010
were 57, 63, 90, 89 and 69 respectively. It shows a
decrease of 22.47% in the year 2010 as compared
to those in 2009.

Cases under Copyright Act

9.1.9 Fluctuation is seen in cases in the offences
under the Copyright Act between 2006 to 2010. In
2006 - 794 cases and in 2010 - 662 cases registered
and There is a decrease of 16.62% during 2010.

Cases under N.D.P.S. Act.

9.1.10  The number of cases reported under the
N.D.P.S. Act shows a decrease during the year
2010 - 1081 cases, as compared to 2006 - 2042
cases. The detailed information of cases under
Narcotic Drugs Act is given in the Table no. 9.2..

9.2.2 A mixed trend is observed between the
years 2006 to 2010. Total 440 cases have been
registered during 2010 as compared to (649)
during the year 2006, which shows a decrease of
32.20 %. On an average 1.21 cases of Narcotic
Drugs have been registered per day during 2010 as
compared to 1.78 in 2006.
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9.2.3 From the above table it is observed that
during five years most of the seizures were of
Ganja followed by Heroin. However, the percentage
of seizures of Ganja cases increased by 20.82%
during the year 2010 as compared to those in 2009.

9.3.2 On analysis of the seized narcotic drugs
under different categories it can be observed that,
the seizure of Heroin during the year 2010 (13.1 kg)
has decreased by 81.5% as compared to the year
2009 (70.8 kg). There was decrease in seizure of
Opium 76 kg during 2006 to 7.6 kg during 2010.
9729.6 kg Ganja was seized during the year 2010,
as compared to 24406 in the year 2006. It shows a
decrease of 60.13%. There was an increase in the
seizure of Cocaine. There was an increase in the
seizure of Charas from 2007 to 2010. In case of
Bhang, the seizure decreased to 709.6 kg. during
the year 2010 as compared to 100 kg. in the year
2006.
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During 2010 Methaqualone, Mandrax Tab,
Mescaline,Ecstacy Tab, L.S.D. Injection & Morphine
have not been seized.Oxy-codone Tab, Doda
Powder & Manuka tab have not been seized in the
