
2) The State Intelligence Dept. (SID) of the State Police
is headed by Commissioner, SID who is of the rank of
Addl.D.G.P. and is assisted by Jt. Commissioner (Addl.D.G.
P.) and 5 Dy. Commissioners, each dealing with different
subjects such as Administration, Political, Labour,
Communal, Security / Naxalism etc. There are 9 unit offices
Pune, Kolhapur, Kokan Bhavan, Nagpur, Aurangabad,
Amravati, Nanded, Nasik and Thane in the State to collect
the intelligence.

4) The State’s coastline admeasures 720 kms,
Railway lines network measures 5,910 kms. and the
roadways network is 2,31,430 kms. (as on 31st March
2006).

5) The total budget outlay of the State for the year
2006 – 2007 was Rs. 1,02,534 crores. The share of the
Police Department was Rs. 5661 crores (5.52%).

Maharashtra State Police – At a glance
1) The Maharashtra Police force is headed by a
Director General of Police. There are 9 Police
Commissionerates and 33 Police Districts, which are
divided into 7 Ranges. Each Range is headed by a Special
Inspector General of Police. Besides that, there is a
separate Railway Police Range headed by a Addl. Director
General of Police, under whom 3 units - Commissioner of
Police ( Railways), Mumbai , ( D. I.Gs.rank.) and Ss.P.
Pune and  Nagpur. (Railways) are functioning.

Maharashtra State
General Information

1) The State of Maharashtra covers an area of
3,07,784 sq. km. It comprises 35 Revenue Districts, 353
Tahsils and 43,711 villages(Inhabited and uninhabited).
There are 378 towns in the State. Number of cities / urban
agglomerations having population of more than 1 lakh are
40.

2) Based on 2001 census, the total estimated
population of Maharashtra State during 2007 is
11,33,48,233, out of which 5,90,60,787are Males and
5,42,87,446 are Females. The Urban population is
5,02,19,454 (44.30%), while the Rural population is
6,31,28,779 (55.70%). The density of population per sq. m.
is 368. The percentage of literacy (As per 2001 census) is
76.9%.  

3) There are 30,385 factories in the State and the
average daily work force is 12,58,198. (As of 2005) The
following districts have large industrial areas viz. Mumbai,
Thane, Pune, Nasik, Aurangabad, Nagpur, Chandrapur,
Bhandara and Raigad.

7) The Directorate of Police Wireless, Maharashtra State is
headed by an officer of the rank of Addl. Director General
of Police with his Head Quarters at Pune. He is assisted by
Dy. I. G. of Police, Supdt. of Police, HQs. and three Zonal
Supdt. Of Police each one at Pune, Nagpur as S.P. and at
Mumbai as Dy. Commr. of Police. Wireless mobile
patrolling is available in all major cities / towns. Over and
above this, wireless communication has been provided to all
the Police Stations as well as to all mobiles provided to
Police Stns. Police Wireless Network has also started using
VSAT technology to facilitate better and faster
communication among senior police officers all over the
state. Presently all wireless messages from Mumbai to all
Commissionerates / Districts are passed through Data
Messaging System.

3) The responsibility to deal with Naxalite activities, mainly
in the districts of Gadchiroli, Bhandara, Nanded,
Chandrapur, Yavatmal, to co- ordinate Anti Naxalite
Operations in the bordering districts of the State and to co-
ordinate with the neighbouring States (Andhra Pradesh,
Madhya Pardesh and Chhattisgad) is entrusted to Spl.
Inspector General of Police, Anti-Naxalite Operations at
Nagpur. He is assisted by Supdt. of Police, ANO and Anti
Naxalite Squad.

4) The State CID,M.S.Pune is headed by an Addl.
Director General of Police with his Head Quarters at Pune.
He is assisted by the Spl. Inspector General of Police, (State
Crime Records Bureau), Spl. Inspector General of Police
(Crime - West) and Spl. Inspector General of Police (Crime -
East). There are 7 Regional Supdts. of Police stationed at
Pune, Aurangabad, Nagpur, Nasik, Amravati, Kolhapur &
Navi Mumbai. DIGP and two posts of Supdt. of police for
Economic offences. Supdt.of Police, ( Law and Research ),
Supdt. of Police (Cyber Cell), Director Finger Print Bureau
and Chief Examiner of Documents are under
Spl.I.G.P.(SCRB).

5)      There are 13 State Reserve Police Force Groups in the 
State divided into 2 Ranges headed by Dy. Inspector
General of Police having Head Quarters at Pune and
Nagpur, respectively. The S.R.P.F. is headed by Addl.
Director General of Police stationed at Mumbai.

6) Motor Transport Section of Maharashtra Police is headed
by Dy. Inspector General of Police, Motor Transport, Pune .
He is assisted by the Supdt. of Police, Motor Transport, Pune
& Nagpur. There are 10,703 vehicles in police department in
the following categories.

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12) The following avenues are available for entry into the
State Police. There is direct recruitment of I. P. S. Officers
by U. P. S. C. The Maharashtra Public Service Commission
directly recruits Dy. Ss. P. & P.S.I.s through competitive
examination. The direct recruitment of Sub – Inspectors (50
% of the total strength) is also conducted by the M. P. S. C.
The Commission also holds competitive examination for
departmental candidates for promotion to the rank of Sub-
Inspectors. Policemen can also be promoted as Sub-
Inspector after passing departmental examination. The
minimum educational qualification for recruitment as a police
constable is 12th standard (H.S.C. pass). In Naxalite area; if
HSC. Pass candidates are not available, S. S. C. pass
candidates can also be considered for recruitment.

8) There are 12 Police Training Centers in the State.
Maharashtra Police Academy at Nasik is headed by a
Director (Addl. D.G.P.). In this Academy training is imparted
to the officers of levels of the Dy. Ss.P. and P.S.Is. In the
same premises there is a Detective Training School which
imparts specialised training in crime detection and
investigation to the officers and men. Spl. Security Training
School in Pune imparts training to the Police officers and
men in V.I.P. Security. There are 8 Regional Police
Training Schools at Marol, Khandala, Nanvij, Jalna, Solapur,
Akola, Nagpur and Babhulgaon (Latur ) in which recruited
police constables are trained. The Unconventional
Operations Training Centre at Nagpur imparts specialised
training to officers and men to deal with extremists /
terrorists.

9) The Maharashtra State Anti Corruption Bureau is headed
by Director General of Police with Head Quarters at
Mumbai. He is assisted by two Addl. Director General of
Police. Anti Corruption Bureau, Brihan Mumbai unit, is
headed by Addl. Commissioner of Police. There are 7
regional D.C.P. / Supdt. of Police and their offices are
located at Pune, Nagpur, Amravati, Aurangabad, Nanded,
Nasik and Thane.

10) In order to streamline vehicular traffic,assist persons
involved in vehicle accidents, State Highway Safety Patrol
Force has been created in Maharashtra State. This unit is
headed by a officer of the rank of Addl Director General of
Police, State Traffic, Mumbai and he is assisted by the
officers of the rank of Supdt. of Police, located at Pune,
Nagpur and Thane.

Corporation. A Director General of Police functions as its
Managing Director. The Corporation undertakes construction
of offical and residential premises for officers and employees
all over the state.

Keeping in view the risk of the work
performed by these officers and employees, the Goverment
of Maharashtra has initiated Accident Group Insurance
Scheme with effect from 2002. This scheme is insured by
The Oriental Assurance Co.Ltd., Rigional office Mayfair
Tower, 1st floor, Pune Mumbai Road, Wakdewadi,
Shivajinager Pune - 411 005. This scheme is applicable to
all police officers and employees of Mahrashtra State
( including all types of leave period ) for any accidental death
or disability while in service.

15) The Maharashtra Police Family Health Plan has been
started from 19/03/2005 in which all the Maharashtra State
Police Officers / men and their families are provided with free
medical aid for indoor hospitalisation.
